Task 1: Go through the story “My love for cats” and analyse the two following classroom sequences. Then answer the questions below in pairs or small groups.

Sequence 1

T shows SS a picture and says `This is a cat. T continues showing other pictures of animals for SS to repeat. `This is a _______ ´

T asks SS `What colour is the cat?´ and continues practising the same question with the other animals.

T writes the following sentences on the board for SS to complete:

                      The cat is ….......

                      The dog is …......

                      The horse is …....

T gives SS a wordsearch activity for them to find the name of the animals.

T asks SS ´Do you like dogs?´SS answer: `Yes, I do´ or `No, I don´t´. T continues asking about the other animals.

Sequence 2

Teacher tells SS that she loves animals and that she has a lot of pets at home. 

T sticks each pet card on the board. T says the pets once or twice again as she/he does so.

T writes a number alongside each of the pets.

    T says a number and says the name of the pet. SS decide if they belong together.

T does the same basic activity but this time SS stand up if it´s true and sit down if it´s false. T tries to catch SS out by doing it at speed.

T gets the class to say (in chorus) the pets in sequence. T removes one of the cards from somewhere in the sequence. The class now choruses the whole sequence including the missing card. (It helps if the T touches the board for each pet, including the empty space). T continues until there are no cards on the board and the children are saying the whole sequence from memory.

As a next step T asks SS about their favourite pets practising the format: What´s your favourite pet? My favourite pet is..... T throws the ball to different SS to answer. Once the format is clear for SS and they are able to produce it, T adds the question Why?, eliciting simple answers and scaffolding the language.

a. In which of the two sequences do you think the story “My love for cats” can be inserted? Why?

b. What differences can you find between the activities developed in the first sequence and the second one?

c. In which place of the sequence would you include the story? Can you think of other tasks to include?
