Planned public talk: the lecture
Example 1
Lectures are a genre of the spoken language that is characterized by the fact that it is both planned and public. Lectures take place in contexts where speakers do not know each other well and the language used has been planned beforehand and in consequence it differs greatly from everyday conversation in form. What I mean is that lectures contain certain lexical, discourse and grammatical features that resemble those of written language as a result of being planned public talk.
Example 2
Within public spoken language, that is, spoken language that takes place among people who do not know each other well, we might refer to lectures. Lectures are a genre of  public spoken language that is characterized by the fact that they are planned beforehand. This means that the language found in this genre, will resemble that of the written language in a number of ways. For example, lectures will contain a high lexical density with an important number of specific words as opposed to everyday conversation. This does not mean that lectures will be unnatural as exponents of the spoken language. Much on the contrary, lecturers have some resources that make their lectures sound natural even though lectures lack the spontaneity of casual conversation simply because they have been developed before the moment of speaking . What I mean is that through the use of interactive features, mainly discourse features, lecturers can provide lectures with the spontaneity of spoken language even though the lecture is not an exponent of unplanned talk.
Example 3
The lecture is a genre of the spoken language. It is both planned and public. What characterizes lectures is that they resemble the written language in many ways and yet lecturers make them sound natural by means of the interactive features that they include in them. In this respect, lectures will vary according to the lecturing style of the lecturer.
