T: Is there anything that you would like to add?

S: No, not really. What she/he ´s said was quite complete.

T: Is there anything that you would like to add?

S: I don´t know.

Storytelling

Storytelling is very common in our lives. They start with the abstract, then we have the setting, this is what Labov calls the orientation, that is who, when and where. Then, comes the complicating events and finally the evaluation. In some cases the coda brings the story back to the present time. 
The role of the listener: non-collaborative listening
Speakers may have different reactions from their listeners. When their listeners are non collaborative they receive no feedback from them while when they are collaborative speakers receive backchannelling, requests for clarification and so on.

Pragmatics

I´m gonna talk about pragmatics. When we analyse language in the context in which it occurs, that is pragmatics. As I say something, it may have a different meaning according to the context. For example, if I say something to my friends, in an informal conversation, it is interpreted in one way. If I talk with you, I´m gonna use different language, more formal perhaps.
Declarative knowledge and procedural knowledge.

Declarative and procedural knowledge are the two types of knowledge involved in processing and producing language. On the one hand, we need to have the knowledge of the language, that is, the knowledge of how language works. That is what we call declarative knowledge. An example of this type of knowledge is to know that some questions start with a Wh word.  On the other hand, we need to know how to use language, we need to have the skill to do things with language. Going back to our example of questions, we need to be able to string words together to make questions. This is what we call procedural knowledge. I believe that both types of knowledge seem to be equally important since it is not possible to process or produce language if you 
lack the knowledge of it or the skill to use it.
