The letter A has different pronunciations. The aim in this set of activities is to develop further practice and deep understanding of the different ways of how the vocal a can be pronounced in English.

I decided to implement further practice because I consider the way the subject is introduced in “New English File”  lacks of activities which will help students try to configure the sound a in contrast with the a sound in Spanish. In this way, I will propose my students different activities in order to 
1. Recognize a vowel sound by reading and listening to a text that highlights select words.

2. Identify words with A vowel sounds

3. Use picture clues to aid comprehension

Students will listen the sounds words in the chart.

a 212 Listen and repeat the sound words
in the chart,

b <213 Put these words in the right columns.
Listen and check.
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Students will demonstrate competence in general skills and strategies of the reading process.

 Students:

1. Understand that print conveys meaning

2. Use picture clues to aid comprehension

3. Decode unknown words using basic elements of phonetic analysis

Teacher will display a serie of flashcads in order to practice the sounds already worked on the previous activitiy
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As a round up task, Sts will be exposed to the sound of the vowel A where all the items seen in these activities are going to be worked on. I choose the song “Happy” by Pharrel Williams. The Chorus of the song is an excellent piece of work where the subject displayed can be assessed.
