1) e- / r+ maɪn/ Elizabeth uses a referring + tone to project dominance and as discourse control 1 because she wants to keep talking without been interrupted.
2) / p aɪm ɪkspektɪŋ / She uses a proclaiming tone because she’s actually telling her sister that she is pregnant for the first time so this is presented as new information.

3) /p ði ənaʊnsmənt / she is using p tone because she is telling Margaret for the first time that they will have to pospone the announcement. Announcement is prominent in opposition to the marriage

4) / r mɑːgrət  / p mɑːgrət /   In the first tone unit she uses an r tone, to create togetherness. But in the second one, she uses a p tone to show that she’s now speaking to her as her queen, not her sister, and she’s being serious.

5) / p jʊ nevə dɪd enɪθɪŋ /  exploitation of the system. Never is prominent because it’s opposed to other frecuency adverb or time expression and anything opposed to what her sister told her before or any other sign o support to him.
